	Expressions of Interest should be submitted electronically and provide a brief description of the organisation, beneficiary group and proposed project activities on the application form. This is the first of a two-stage process, and each Expression will be reviewed for eligibility and shortlisting. Those organisations shortlisted will be invited to submit a detailed technical and financial proposal following a TFV proposal development workshop in Bangui, Central African Republic.

Applications from single organisations and partnerships are welcomed. A partnership may consist of two or more national and/or international partners. For each partnership, a lead organisation must be identified and in the case of an international organisation leading, the programme must show capacity building efforts incorporated for local sub-grantees. 

· EACH partner needs to submit the documentation requested in sections A, B, and C.

· Only one outline of each of the remaining sections (D, E, F, and G) needs to be submitted to reflect an integrated programme implemented by multiple partners.

Organisations should submit all required documentation in order to be eligible for short-listing. Non-compliance will automatically result in disqualification. The TFV/ICC also will not be liable for any costs incurred in an applicant’s preparation of its response.

· No responses will be accepted after the submission deadline. EOIs that are incomplete, or do not follow instructions in the guidelines, will be regarded as non-responsive to the solicitation. EOIs submitted in response to this call will become the property of the ICC/TFV and will not be returned.

	(2) Cover Letter:

· A cover letter must be provided, signed by a person authorized to submit an Expression of Interest and sent as a scanned pdf copy.

· In case of a partnership, the signatory party must represent the lead organisation.

· The cover letter must clearly identify the lead organisation and indicate specific points of contact for discussions and clarifications of the paper.

· Such points of contact will include names, titles, addresses, telephone/facsimile numbers, and e-mail address.

	(2) Review Process:
· Each EOI will be thoroughly reviewed and only applications that are complete and meet the requirements listed above will be recommended for technical review.

· The Technical Review will result in a shortlist of applicants that will be invited to develop and submit a fully-fledged proposal based on the EOI.
· The TFV Secretariat will provide guidance for developing the full proposals at a workshop in Bangui, CAR the first week of August 2011 in order to arrive at the highest level of quality and cohesion amongst the proposals.

· Being shortlisted will not in any way guarantee award of the proposal or of the total proposed budget.

· Final awards will be dependant upon the approval of the TFV Board of Directors and the ICC Pre-Trial Chamber for the Central African Republic.
